
CHECKLIST OF ITEMS REQUIRED FOR 

CAET CERTIFICATION IN LOUISIANA

1. Each applicant must submit a signed and notarized application form with a passport size photograph attached and a list of names and addresses of individuals for reference.  An initial, one-time application fee of $25 must be submitted with the application form along with all applicable fees including, but not limited to, course fee, examination fee, full certification fee.

2. Background check must be performed.  Each applicant must sign and submit a release waiver form authorizing the Board to request a background check on the applicant by a law enforcement agency in regards to any history with dangerous and/or controlled substances.

3. Each applicant must also provide:

a. notarized copy of current driver’s license or official copy of birth certificate; and
b. proof of high school graduation or GED.

4. Two references of professional character and ethical standards must be submitted directly to the Board by the reference givers as listed on the application form.

5. Each applicant seeking designation as Lead CAET for the animal control shelter/facility he/she is employed at must also submit:

a. signed and notarized application form with completed Certificate of Lead CAET Designation;

b. copy of current state controlled dangerous substance license;

c. copy of current U.S. DEA registration; and

d. proof of attendance and completion of a board-approved chemical capture training course.
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
